Visiting locomotive

Track information sheet

Visitors are required to wear high visibility jacket when in the track area.

Steaming Bay

Preparation of the locomotive for running must be done on the steaming bay only.

In the steaming bay there is a supply of demin water, steam coal and 12 volts d/c. 

Couplings between locomotive and trolley coupling pins must be retained with an 'R-clip'.

All other pin and bar couplings used within train must be prevented from working out in use.  

Track

The track is controlled by a automatic signal system, on your first circuit you will be accompanied by a club member who will show you the position of all the signals and tell you about the track speed limits. 

Driving on the Track
When driving around the track keep a safe distance from the loco in front of you. 

Do not stop on the track (except at signals), if you have to stop on the track (because of breakdown or derailment) make sure your passengers do not attempt to leave the trolley and sound your whistle / horn in several long bursts to summon assistance.

At the Station 

Follow the directions of the station staff, In the station there is a supply water, steam coal. 

Enter the station slowly and remain stationary while your passengers get off, then move up to the the loading position when asked by by the station staff, indicated by a tap on the shoulder or hand signal.

On the loading position remain stationary while you passengers get on only moving out when you receive a tap on the left shoulder this indicates that your train is loaded and that the driver is now responsible for the train and is to move off as soon as possible. 

Please Note

Any visitor who is judged by the Track Marshal to be driving in a dangerous or aggressive manner, or who's manner to the public or club members is aggressive or abusive will be removed from the track. The track marshall decision is final.
